It highlighted recent activity including apprehending 91 drivers speeding on Wallerscote Road or Station Road, large numbers contravening a red light, bogus tree surgeons operating in the area, plans for a summer initiative with Weaverham High School and local primary schools, thefts from the Co-op and Tesco, motor cycles being driven irresponsibility, work on some neighbour issues and damage to a vehicle in Northwich Road.  Use of the A49 especially at weekends by motor cyclists speeding up to and around the roundabout is to be reported.

CW&C Cllr Fifield reported on a number of items including that he had also had representations against the request to extend the alcohol and food sales licence at the Esso Garage, that the derelict toilets in Church Street are to be sold by auction, investigating a reduced speed limit along Gorstage Lane are progressing, that the situation at No 50 Russet Road is being monitored and that the Waste Disposal Sites opening hours are being changed.  

He was informed of continuing speeding along Wallerscote Road, that the weight restriction sign at the Burrows Hill junction with Wallerscote Road is still incorrect, problems with deterioration of the road surface at the A49 roundabout, flooding problems at the High School end of Walnut Avenue and a damaged Lime Avenue road sign at the Nrthwich Road end.
