Cllr Freeman asked about the static caravan on land at Hodge Lane.  Cllr Williams reported that Jill Faulkner (Planning Enforcement) is liaising with the neighbour.  Cllr Taylor reported that there are also three touring caravans on the site.

Cllr Taylor raised concerns about the access to properties at the corner on Hazel Drive.  Cllr Williams will investigate.
