Accounts

F59.1 Accounts for January: MB stated that she had not been able to verify the accounts presented against the documents in the accounts file as the Acting Clerks were unwilling for the file to be removed from the Office due to it having been unavailable for lengthy periods in the past giving rise to issues of responding to queries regarding payments etc.  It was agreed that the accounts previously circulated were arithmetically correct but had not been reconciled with the actual bank statements, invoices etc. and that providing the Committee Chairman with a pack including the month’s invoices, bank statements etc would be tried for an experimental period in future.
