20/04593/FUL – 31 Shady Brook Lane, Weaverham – single storey extension to front - Approved
P38.
21/03140/TPO – Hackwood, Sandy Lane, Weaverham – Area No 1 – Crown lift trees to 5m to give statutory vehicle clearance on Sandy Lane. No objections providing that the pruning is kept to the minimum required to give reasonable clearance over the highway for vehicles and pedestrians and that care is taken to retain the visual amenity of the area.

21/03175/CAT – Elston, West Road, Weaverham – Reduce the crown of two lime trees, by approximately one third as previously done.  No objections but applicant should be reminded of the requirement to obtain the necessary permission before any work is done.

21/03002/FUL – 2 Weaver View Weaverham – single storey side extension. No objections
P41.
21/03023/FUL – 70 Owley Wood Road Weaverham – single storey side extension and a front porch. No objections providing matching brick is used on external walls to be in keeping with the existing dwelling.
P42.
21/00864/FUL – 50 High Street Weaverham – Rear single storey extension to house, single storey rear extension to garage to accommodate swimming pool, conversion of garage to ancillary accommodation (amended plans). Object proposal not in keeping with the Conservation Area and within curtilage of a locally listed building, loss of privacy to adjoining properties, overdevelopment within Conservation Area, no justification given for removal of tree and no environmental survey (e.g. birds nesting, bats etc), no proposal for a replacement tree and no reasons given for not replacing the tree. Also proposal does not comply with the Village Design Statement: “Within Conservation Areas windows should reflect traditional proportions and materials.  For example, large picture windows should be avoided and glass doors in uPVC doorframes are not appropriate.  Six panel or tongue and groove cottage type doors should be the norm.”
