Recent decisions:

21/00057/FUL – 10 Esthers Lane Weaverham – Single storey front extension and replacement rear doors - Planning Appeal Decision – Appeal dismissed. The decision of the Planning Inspector was noted and regarding the comment in Para 16 claiming the support of the neighbours and Parish Council for the application it was noted that the Parish Council did not support the application but had simply not raised any objections.

21/04984/FUL - Public Convenience Church Street Weaverham - Demolition of the current toilet block and provision of a new apartment building with the option of providing a commercial space at ground floor. Object as being inappropriate development within the Conservation Area, lack of parking for either three dwelling or two dwellings plus a business, traffic issues, inadequate provision for waste/recycling bins and likely to cause issues for nearby properties and road safety.
P142.  22/00319/FUL - Land Opposite Gorstage Green Farm Hodge Lane Weaverham - Extension of existing Agricultural Building. Object as conflicting statement re area of site, unnecessary development in the Greenbelt, building is visible from public highway and PRoW and the stated purpose of the extension would not be met by what is proposed.

22/00333/FUL(Retrospective) - Land At Hodge Lane Weaverham - Erection of a stable.  Object as the site is a small field which already has an agricultural building occupying part of the site.  The addition of a stable would be overdevelopment of this greenbelt site.

22/00442/FUL - 38 Fieldway Weaverham - Erection of an outbuilding to rear.  Object as being overdevelopment of an already much extended dwelling, further reduction of land drainage area, paperwork submitted is incorrect for a Planning Application (No Application Form) as it leaves relevant issues unanswered e.g. effect on parking.
