There have been a number of meetings / conversations about parking provision in Rowan Road. A rough design and estimate was undertaken which was in the region of £40K but a full detailed design is required before the exact costs are known. CWaC do not have funding for the provision of additional parking. Funding streams were looked at previously including contributions from residents. To date, no funding allocation has been confirmed so a design has not been undertaken. Maybe an additional meeting is required if this is something the Parish Council still want to pursue. 

There has not been any contact with Weaver Vale Housing Trust. This can be undertaken once we feel that we have an agreed scheme and the majority of funding is in place.

· The CiLCA qualification helps your council achieve standards of good practice and builds the reputation of your council in the community.

· CiLCA helps the Clerk and Council become more aware of the law and procedures for local councils.
· It takes approx. 6 to 12 months to complete.
· The Clerk has to put a portfolio of work together including papers from the Parish Council meetings, attending training courses, reading, writing assignments etc.  A significant commitment from the Clerk.
· Cost to register for the CiLCA is £250.
