Public Forum (A maximum of 10 minutes is allowed for this item) – It was noted that 30 bags were collected at the litter pick.  Cllr J Freeman attended for a short time.  Cllr J Taylor commented how he does a litter pick once a week around Elm Road.  It was noted that the back of Lime Avenue shops was an issue re litter and evidence of drug use and that around the school, ½ empty spirit bottles had been found. It was commented that it would be nice if Weaverham Parish Council and Weaverham Trust could work together and do a joint litter pick, maybe in July 2018, and maybe together they could designate areas for individuals/groups of individuals to look after.  Cllr P Williams commented that he would write to CWaC to find out why Weaverham always seemed to be left until last to get things sorted.  It was noted that this year would be the 100th anniversary of the end of WW1 and WPC were asked if they would consider funding the cost of a memorial which would be just under £1,000.  It was suggested that the idea be presented at a Community Pride meeting.   It was noted that Eric, the organiser of the Remembrance parade, would be standing down after the November 2018 parade.  The Chair thanked Eric, on behalf of the Parish Council, for 40 years’ service in organising the Remembrance parades each year.
