Bonfire Event:
               E23.1  It was agreed to recommend for approval MCGM’s goodwill gesture quote of £0 for the

                           building and lighting of the bonfire.

               E23.2  It was agreed to recommend for approval MCGM’s quote of £100 excl VAT, for collecting,

                           transporting and storing the wood for the Weaverham Bonfire 2018.

               E23.3  It was agreed to purchase some fluorescent tape to ensure the boundary around the Bonfire

                           was clearly visible.

               E23.4  It was agreed to contact IL to see if he, or one of his team, could provide first aid facilities on

                           the night.

                           Update:  Stella is attending another event and won’t be available.  St John’s Ambulance would

                           charge £11.50 per hour per first aider and would send 2 first aid people for an event of approx. 

                           600 people.  They charge a minimum of 4 hours and would bring all their own equipment.

                           Total cost £92.  They would require a gazebo or room to deal with any incidents.

               E23.5  It was agreed that the Clerk would circulate an email to ask people’s availability to ‘walk the

                           field’ before the event.

               E23.6  It was agreed to make sure that there are buckets available for the night.

               E23.7  It was agreed to check with MCGM to see whether 2 drums would be needed for the event, as

                           per risk assessment.

               E23.8  It was agreed to ask MCGM if they could ensure that the bonfire was completely

                           extinguished before they left the site, as per risk assessment.

               E23.9  It was agreed to send MCGM the risk assessment and ask them for any amendments.  It was

                           agreed to ask them to sign to say they have read and agree it.

               E23.10 It was agreed to get all Parish Councillors to sign to say they have read and agree the risk

                            assessment.

               E23.11 It was agreed that all batteries in the torches would be checked.

               E23.12 It was agreed that JF and PW (need to check when he returns) would put the barrier up.
