1. Welcome:

The 2018/2019 Chair welcomed all to the meeting.
2. Public Forum:

Weaverham Trust extended a welcome to all new members and councillors. There is a litter pick planned for the 15th June 2019 to which all councillors are invited. The possibility of launching an on-line petition for road sweeping was discussed.

3. Apologies:

The following apologies of absence were received and approved:
3.1. Councillor Adrian Morgan (AM), pre-planned holiday.
3.2. Councillor Gillian Edwards, left early due to county commitments.
3.3. Councillor Charles Fifield, attending Cuddington Parish Council Meeting.
4. Election of Chair:

Chair – John Freeman was elected.
5. Election of Vice- Chair:

Elect Vice-Chair – Peter Wilkinson was elected.
6. Declarations of Interest:

Iain Lasseter declaredan interest in the 1st June event.
7. Approval of Minutes:

Minutes of meeting of 15th and 29th April and 7th May were agreed and approved.
8. Terms of reference and elect committees:

8.1. Terms of reference for committees were reviewed. It was decided that the Grants Committee is to be incorporated into each committee and abolished as an individual committee. The TORs will be updated and reissued to reflect this.

10. Finance

10.1. The new IT was approved and can be ordered.
10.2. An update was given on the audit and cashbook.
10.3. The date of the first finance meeting was confirmed as 12th June.
10.4. Approved to remove all old bank signatories and confirmed Cllrs JF, EB, PW and GW as the Parish Council bank signatories on both Santander accounts.

11. Environment
11.1. A report was given on 1st June event stating that everything was in hand.
11.2. Items for an urgent meeting were agreed as
11.2.1. Review RoSPA report on Russet Road playing fields.
11.2.2. Possible extension to shed.
11.2.3. Protocol for letting out Lakehouse field for small events plus removal of event posters.
11.2.4. The date for the meeting is confirmed as 22nd May.
12. Planning

12.1. The minutes of a meeting held on 26th April 2019 were accepted.
12.2. The minutes of a meeting held on 10th May 2019 were accepted with the application to fell trees at the vicarage deferred until a quorum is present, as some members declared an interest.
13. Report from Cheshire West and Cheshire Councillors and PCSO

13.1. CW&C
13.1.1. The planters are progressing for the village, just awaiting a price and decision on funding.
13.1.2. The CO-OP planters are in an untidy state Cllr Williams will update CW&C.
13.1.3. Cllr Edwards has researched a more frequent cutting service for the churchyard and has asked to see the CW&C schedule. It was suggested that we should try and find earlier correspondence on this matter. Cllr Edwards will contact Cllr Fifield for his previous correspondence.

13.1.4. Cllr Edwards looking to see where we are with community payback.

13.1.5. Speeding signs – PW has met with Acton Bridge and he now will liaise with Jamie Baron for next steps. Jamie will assist with the section 50.

13.1.6. Cllr Williams has visited the Barrymore Institute following the felling of the trees. He has sent an email to Tim Williams (CW&C) and will follow up. 

The clerk will follow up with a letter once Tim Williams has investigated further.
13.1.7. Outside the CO-OP is a pothole next to the post-box, The Chair will write to ascertain if it is a highways issue or CO-OP responsibility.
13.1.8. Potholes outside the shops, this is an ongoing issue, Cllr Edwards will provide the clerk with landlord contact details. (MB has asked that this issue goes back onto the Environment Committee agenda).
13.1.9. There is construction activity on the corner of Millington Lane, Gill Faulkner is aware and investigating.

13.1.10. There is an application for a caravan site on the junction of A49 and Sandy Lane. The Caravan Club may deal with an application for up to 5 touring caravans and pitches, once all agreed with the landowner CW&C is then approached.

13.1.11. Enforcement are aware of and will check a static caravan and 2 further entrances into the field on Hodge Lane.
13.1.12. It was noted the 5 Ainsworth Road has accumulated debris in the garden that could present a fire hazard.

13.1.13. It was noted that 15 Clitheroe Road has accumulated scrap items in the garden, this will be followed up by Cllr Williams.

13.1.14. The new barn built on Hefferston has been checked and is being used for agricultural purposes.

13.1.15. Farm Road grass on the sloping verge isn’t being cut correctly and will be followed up by Cllr Edwards.

13.1.16. Hazel Drive layby and parking access was discussed, GW will look at the disability legislation.
Thanks was given to Cllr Williams for attending.

13.2. PCSO report

13.2.1. There has been a spike in anti-social behaviour around the village, some at the time of the fair. There has been 1 arrest outside the Northwich Road shops with 1 youth involved. PCSO Devey will arrange for the outreach team to engage with the youth community.

13.2.2. Ongoing parking issues in some pockets of the village. PCSO Devey will enforce as she sees the issues but encourages people to report and she can follow up as required. Cllr Williams will facilitate an article about parking in the next copy of Weaverham News. A bylaw for not parking on verges to be investigated.
13.2.3. Northwich and Wallerscote Road speed enforcement has been carried out.

13.2.4. Cllr Moss mentioned drones overflying the train track and issues with quad bikes on the old sidings.

14.1.3.4. Pot hole temporary repairs, when/if they will be permanently repaired

14.1.3.5. Owley Wood Estate grass mowing happens around the bins on bin day – Cllr Williams will liaise with refuse dept.
