Present: Councillors Eileen Bland (EB) (Chairman), Mike Gerrard (MG), Adrian Morgan (AM, Roger Moss (RM) and Peter Wilkinson (PW) plus one member of the public.  Apologies were received from Councillor J Freeman and were Approved

Cllr Wilkinson (Acting Clerk) reported that he had reported to Planning Enforcement the felling of trees at 27 Lime Avenue contrary to the planning application (Ref 20/02012/FUL), which clearly states that no trees are within falling distance of the development and no trees are to be removed or pruned.  The response from Planning Enforcement having consulted the Planning Officer (Jennie Poynton) who dealt with the case states “I have raised the questions with the Planning officer who dealt with the application, the removal of trees from the site would have no bearing on the application or its decision as the trees have no protection on them and they are not within a conservation area, we would not pursue the matter through any enforcement. I hope this assists in your enquiry.”  The report was received.

20/03388/LBC 2 The Stables Hefferston Hall- Installation of charging point for fully electric vehicle (mini) – No Objections
P75.
20/03841/TPO Owley Wood Owley Wood Road Weaverham - Oak (T2) - Fell to 1m due to exposed root plate and several failed primary limbs. Ash (T3) - Fell to 1m. Heavy lean over footpath and river. Sycamore (T4) Fell to 1m. Leaning over boardwalk and large crack on upper main stem. Oak (T6) - Fell to 1m. Soft cavity leaning over bridge. Rowan (T7) - Dead over path. Fell to 1m. Sycamore (T8) - Fell to 1m. Squirrel damage limb at 6m, hanging over path and parking area near Scout Hall. Objection – insufficient information – in particular is there a need to fell a whole tree for squirrel damage to one limb? No evidence provided.

20/03742/LBC Ivy House Smiths Lane Weaverham - Upgrade 2 single glazed windows to double glazing in Study, Upgrade 1 single glazed window in small bedroom, Upgrade 1 single glazed window in upstairs toilet and Upgrade 1 single glazed window in upstairs bathroom.  Objection insufficient information – no details of new window styles (do they replicate existing windows as stated?  What finish will the new wooden window frames have (staining or painted as at present)?

P77,
Highways Act 1980 section 118 and 119; Proposed extinguishment of Public Footpath No 6 (part) in the Parish of Weaverham.  Objection – existing path should be reinstated as it was obstructed unlawfully some years ago.  It is untrue to state that there have been no complaints about the obstruction.  It is also reported that the obstructed length of path contains historic features that should be preserved (steps).
