4. Cllr P Wilkinson was elected chairman for 2021/22.

5. Cllr A Morgan was elected vice chairman for 2021/22

6. There were no new declarations of interest.

7. The minutes of the meeting held on 26th April were approved.
8. Existing clerking arrangements in the absence of a permanent clerk were approved.
9. Terms of reference of committees - The following were approved Finance, Personnel, Planning, Property and Asset and Youth.  The Environment Committee was deferred.
10. Members of committees – in addition to the chairman and vice chairman the following were elected; Finance JF, EB IL and MB, Personnel EB and GW, Planning EB, GE, JF, MG and RM, Property and Assets MB, JF and IL and Youth JT, MG, RM and GW.
