Public Open Forum
No comments were made.
P81.
Present: Cllrs J Freeman, M Gerrard, R Moss and P Wilkinson plus two members of the public.
Apologies were received from Cllr E Bland and were approved. Absent: Cllrs G Edwards and A Morgan.

No new declarations of interest were made.
P83.
The minutes of the meeting held on 22nd October 2021 were approved.
P84.
Recent decisions: The appeal by the occupier of 10 Esthers Lane Weaverham was noted.
P85.
21/04069/CAT – Little Grange 23 West Road Weaverham - Yew (T1) and Cypress (T2 and T3) - Remove. Cypress Group (TG1) – Reduce height to 5.0m. Cypress Group (TG2) Reduce height by 4m and crown radius by 1m leaving balanced crown. No objections

21/04234/TPO – Bottom Pitch Meadow and Old Council Yard Owley Wood Road Weaverham – Various works to trees including felling. No objections provided that replacement trees are planted as soon as is appropriate
P87.
21/03984/FUL – 31 Gleave Road Weaverham – single storey side and rear extension and porch to front. No objections
P88.
21/03585/FUL – 48A High Street Weaverham - Alterations to existing driveway to include dropped kerb and installation of gates, alteration to kitchen to install roof-lantern, erection of workshop building. Object position of proposed shed/workshop will be visible from the highway and detrimental to the appearance of the Conservation Area with an eaves height of 3m (as stated in the application) the ridge height will be significantly in excess of 3m meaning that the building will be clearly visible from the highway.  The building should be sited to the rear of the house (i.e. the opposite side of the house from the highway) and would then not be so noticeable from the highway.  Also, it should be a condition of any permission to modify the driveway/vehicular crossing that the use of heritage kerbs to match existing kerbs is required as the property is within the Conservation Area.
