21/00325/FUL – 3 Hunters Hill Weaverham – single storey rear extension with balcony above and associated alterations – Approved

21/00113/FUL – 28 West Road Weaverham – Demolition of existing garage and outbuilding, erection of timber framed car port, erection of outbuilding annexe accommodation -  Approved

21/00232/FUL – 27 High Street Weaverham – single storey extension – Approved

21/00648/FUL – 54 Briar Lane Weaverham – two storey rear extension, pitched roof over existing garage and car port to side – Approved

21/00925/FUL – 2 The Stables Hefferston Hall – 1 x mature Beech: crown reduction of 25%, crown lift and cut back overhang over neighbouring property – Approved

21/01550/FUL – 26 Russet Road Weaverham – Erection of rear orangery – Approved

21/01742/FUL – 26 Heath Road Weaverham – single storey rear extension – Approved

Heavy lean over footpath and river. Sycamore (T4) Fell to 1m. Leaning over boardwalk and large crack on upper main stem. Oak (T6) - Fell to 1m. Soft cavity leaning over bridge. Rowan (T7) - Dead over path. Fell to 1m. Sycamore (T8) - Fell to 1m. Squirrel damage limb at 6m, hanging over path and parking area near Scout Hall. Approved

20/02268/CAT – 50 High Street Weaverham - Various works on various trees, including felling. See tree survey for full description of tree works. Notification Closed

21/02451/CAT – St Mary’s Churchyard, Church Street, Weaverham, 1 x Ash – Fell; 1 x Lime – reduce height by 1/3 to form pollard knuckles, remove epicormic growth through out crown; 1 x Holly – remove dead branches. Object as no justification for the work was included in the application and no replacement tree(s) was proposed nor reason for not replacing the tree was included despite making enquiries about this with the applicant.  Cllr Freeman declared an interest in this item and took no part in the discussion or decision.

21/02170/FUL – 10 Sandy Lane Weaverham – single storey rear extension. No objections
P30.
21/01840/FUL – 7 Hefferston Rise Weaverham – construction of single storey extensions and a first floor balcony to rear elevation.  Object as the balcony will lead to a loss of privacy to the rear garden of No 6; the large size of the proposed extension is a very large increase in the footprint of the, already extended, dwelling disproportionate to the size of the existing dwelling and amounts, therefore, to overdevelopment; support the objections submitted by the occupier of No 6 and the concerns expressed by Cadent Gas; and,  the possible existence of a footprint restriction applying to this property.

21/02513/CAT – Rose Cottage Orchard Gardens Weaverham – 1 x willow in severe decline – request to heavy reduce/pollard giving a chance to save the tree.  No objections
P31a.
Cllr Freeman informed the meeting that he and Cllr Wilkinson had attended a meeting with Cemex Ltd and, together with Cuddington Parish Council, objections to the proposed route for heavy plant to access the site were voiced by both councils.  Cemex appeared receptive of the comments made and will re-assess the access routes to be used.  It was agreed that the Clerk will write to CWaC Planning Dept. to express support for the alternative route via Millington Lane rather than using Gorstage Lane.
