A 3m reduction will be implemented to provide a 2m clearance between the tree and the roof. Laurel hedge - Prune back to behind kerb line. Conifer hedge - Prune back to kerb line to a height of 5.2m, or as high as can be achieved from ground level. Decided


22/03474/FUL - Ashdown Sandy Lane Weaverham - Single storey rear extension and dormer window to rear, roof light to the front elevation and associated alterations amendment to planning application 21/01834/FUL to amend dormer cladding material to cedar boarding (part retrospective). Refused


23/00165/FUL - 8 Forest Street Weaverham - Alterations to convert existing garage and change front door to a window (retrospective).  Approved

Object as contravenes 45o Rule and will significantly shade window at No 21.  Size of the extension is overdevelopment.

10 Moss Street Weaverham - (T1) Large Leylandii (Woodward Street) - Fell to ground level due to outgrowing the tiny street and delivery vans struggling to get past, a smaller species will be planted in border by the customer. (T2) Large Leylandii - Fell to ground due to being in close proximity to the neighbouring property, again another smaller species will be planted in its place by the customer.
