Cllrs Freeman and Wilkinson reported about a meeting held on 5th May with the Headteacher and Site Manager at Weaverham High School to discuss our objections to the planning application.  Assurances were given that hirers would be required to park on-site to minimise inconvenience to neighbours; that semi-mature replacement trees would be planted (2 replacements for each tree lost); a wildlife area will be created near to the Holly Road houses and the access path moved further away from the houses to protect privacy; that noise will be monitored; further ecology and noise reports would be obtained as Ecologist and Environmental Protection had requested and that an impact assessment would be obtained to complete the tree report.  It was agreed that the neighbouring residents would be contacted to seek their views on the outcome of the meeting and of the meeting they had had with the school.
