Present Cllrs Jason Endress (JE), John Freeman (JF), Nigel Freestone (NF), Adrian Morgan (AM), Roger Moss (RM), Peter Wilkinson (PW) and Gary Williams (GW).
E13.
Public Open Forum: Members of the public requested support from the Council for the provision and installation of a defibrillator sited in the Hefferston area of the village.
E14.
Attendance as noted above plus two members of the public.  Apologies for Absence were received from Cllrs Chris Hampson (CH) and Iain Lasseter (IL) and were approved.
E15.
No new Declarations of Interest were given.
E16.
Minutes of the meeting held on 5th July 2023 were approved.
E17.
Having heard the request and justification for siting a defibrillator in the Hefferston area it was agreed to recommend to Council that the Council should make good any shortfall of funding to provide and install a device to a maximum of £2000.  It was also agreed to recommend that the necessary funding be vired from the Energy Saving Initiatives Reserve.
E18.
GW provided an update on progress with arrangements for Remembrance Sunday.  GW has liaised with the Vicar regarding the Civic Service, the Clerk has applied for road closures for the parade and booked traffic management, GW has booked the bugler and agreed a donation of £50, Church House has been booked for refreshments but some volunteers are needed to provide the refreshments on the day (JF is to approach someone and report back).  Some concern was expressed that the bugler had requested a much larger donation for next year (2024).  The update was noted.
E19.
It was agreed to set up a Work Group to plan for the D-Day Ccommemoration.  JE, AM, RM, GW and PW offered to join the Group.  Members were reminded that this event needs to be included in next year’s budget planning.
E20.
The request for Allergy Signage to be installed on Russet Road Play Park was discussed and, whilst sympathetic to the issue it was agreed that this would not be effective in addressing the issue raised and that Council do not install the requested signage.
E21.
It was agreed to recommend that Council do not accept the quote offered for a cross-trainer for Russet Road Play Park.
E22.
It was agreed that the planter sited in the Dog Run be planted with Spring bulbs.
E23.
It was agreed that Christmas Trees be purchased as last year and that the Christmas Lights Switch-on be arranged at Lime Avenue for Friday, 24th November subject to agreement with the contractors involved.  It was also agreed that JE should contact the local schools to attend with pupils to lead singing of Christmas Carols.

E24.
The Clerk outlined progress to date by the Old Youth Club Work Group.  The report was received by the Committee.

E25.
The Clerk outlined arrangements for the Annual Bonfire and Fireworks on Saturday, 4th November.  Following discussion it was agreed not to have donation buckets on the field but, if offered, donations could be accepted by members and paid to the Clerk for banking.
